Translocation assessment: Translocation is a licensed activity with animal welfare implications. It would be 

considered only in exceptional cases due to the ecology of pine martens and the likelihood of good habitat being 

filled with a new pine marten territory. Following consultation with Natural England, project partners and VWT, a 

decision is made that the pine marten(s) need removing from a specific location. Translocation options assessed.  

Alternatives: Where deterrents or mitigation are not feasible or achieving desired outcome alternatives are 

explored.

Wildlife crime 

Pine martens are a protected species under schedule 5 and 6 of 

the Wildlife & Countryside Act 1981. This makes it an offence to or 

intentionally kill, injure or take a pine marten, or intentionally or 

accidentally damage, destroy, obstruct or disturb a structure utilised 

by a pine marten. If you witness a wildlife crime taking place, 

call 999. For a non-emergency, call 101. If you would prefer to give 

information regarding a crime anonymously, 

call Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111.  

 

 

 

Lower impact behaviour/ lower risk 

location: Site visited by project staff or local 

volunteer. Advice provided on likely impacts 

from pine marten activity and mitigation 

techniques available.  

 

Problematic behaviour / higher risk location: Site 

visit prioritised by project staff, and suitability for 

mitigation and/or deterrents rapidly assessed.  

 

Mitigation or deterrent measures & monitoring: Employed by stakeholder or project staff (as 

appropriate). This may include monitoring to confirm pine marten ID or assess activity & appropriateness 

of mitigation.  

 

Translocation: Animal(s) trapped by licenced officer (project or partner) and translocated to other suitable site 

within potential release region or agreed location with Natural England.  
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
